Armenia 

• For relief from the ongoing tension at Armenia’s borders with Azerbaijan and with 

Artsakh, and for peace in this region. 

• For God’s protection over people living in border villages and towns, and over soldiers 

who are serving their countries. 

 

Bulgaria 

• For the stabilization of the political situation in our country. In the last year, four 

preliminary parliamentary elections were held, and yet a government was not formed. 

• For God's support in establishing new partnerships with more churches, kindergartens 

and schools in our country. 

 

Cambodia 

• For training to strengthen and equip 1,000 local believers to reach 2,000 villages each 

year in order to reach all of Cambodia with the Gospel in 5 years. 

 

China 

• For stability in China’s political situation, especially relating to COVID-19 and its many 

effects on people’s lives. 

• For release of government control on all gatherings of people, activity on the internet and 

social network groups. 

• For release of government control on the Christian Church, which is regarded as a foreign 

organization, and on Christian websites and social networks. 

• For relief from the COVID-19 lockdowns so believers can meet in person again. 

• For provision for ministry partners who do not have financial income because of the 

COVID-19 quarantine. 

 

Indonesia 

• For funds to support our programs throughout the year, including annual meetings, 

supervision and field visits, and love gifts for ministry partners. 

• For more gatherings of believers throughout the country. 

• For God’s help to network and partner with more local and international believers. 

 

Laos 

• For persecuted believers. In 2022, a ministry leader was murdered because of his faith. 

• For more local believers who want to share the Gospel in our country. 

 

Latvia 

• For God’s wisdom for our country’s leaders.

Lithuania 

• For more effective ministry among the Ukrainian refugees living in Lithuania. Almost 

every church is caring for war refugees from Ukraine. 

 

Moldova 

• For the 15 summer Bible camps to be held in 2023, for God’s blessing and wisdom on the 

planning. 

• For God’s guidance and provision in developing new partnerships with small 

communities who need to hear the Gospel. 

• For the necessary funds to support 3 ministry leaders for 12 months as they lead new 

ministry efforts. 

• For resources to print children’s Bible study materials that will be shared with teenagers 

in different sports clubs through a new partnership with a Christian sports association. 

• For improvement in our country’s economic situation as people deal with rising prices of 

gas and very high inflation. 

 

Myanmar

• For pastors, preachers, Bible teachers and local believers to discover timeless biblical 

principles in establishing new churches.  

• For ministry partners to discover the process God wants them to follow to establish 

growing and powerful churches. 

 

North Macedonia 

• For ministry to the Motorbike Society, one of the people groups that needs to hear the 

Gospel, and for the New Testaments being shared with them to help bring about the 

salvation of many. 

• For more local believers to be trained to share the Gospel and lead Bible study groups.

Philippines 

• For meeting the goal of beginning Values Education in schools in at least 5 new 

provinces during this school year.
